2. Fyhrie & Murphy’s Jarrogue’s Downtown Brown (Ch. Dajan Top Act with Action ex
Jarrogue’s Jacaranda) Big upstanding br/w, decent head with good expression.
Really good bone and nicely made, but still needs to mature. Moved fair. RESERVE

good expression. Decent front, deep chest, good bodylines but still needs to mature,
strong quarters, moved close in front but move well behind.

BRED BY EXHIBITOR BITCHES

1. Murphy’s Jarrogue’s Ring Around the Rosie (Ch. Dajan Top Act with Action ex
Jarrogue’s Jacaranda) Big upstanding r/w, well filled head with good profile and
turndown, good expression. Straight front, deep chest with good tuck up and strong
quarters, still has some maturing to do, when she steadied she did move well.

2. Billings & Morden’s Bullistic Sky Diamond (Ch. Bullistic Don Juan ex Bullistic
Anastasia) Compact r/w. Well filled head with good profile and fill. Straight front, well
made all through but was carrying far too much weight today which spoilt her
bodylines. Moved fairly well.

OPEN BITCH

1. Ruppel’s Quicksilver Going to Graceland (Ch. Moxie’s Rockabilly Quicksilver ex
Quicksilver Just Whistle). Neat br/w with shorter type filled head and good
expression. Nicely made with deep chest. Good front, moved slightly close in front but
well behind.

2. Aron Fusilier-Foote & Stewart’s Deslynn’s Trames of Tredecim (Aricon Easy on the
Eye ex Deslynn’s Dark Lilly at Donnyrook) br/w, decent head. Straight front, needs to
body-up, moved well behind, but a little close in front.

Edelwin Pandoras Magic Angel) White with two brindle eye patches. Strong head,
Straight front, but stifles could be better.

Moved close both ways.

1. Duff & Harris’ Allegro Sticky Fingers (Ch. Sarajeni White Gandalf ex Ch. Allegro
Aire Libre of Oasis) Mature bitch , with strong head, good bodylines, nice deep chest,
straight front, good topline fairly good bend of stifle. Moved fairly well. RESERVE

2. Crabtree’s Rock-it Nights in White Satin (Ch. Del Ma’s Hidden Treasure ex Ch.
Rock-it Brown Sugar) Decent head. Wicked eye. Straight front, good topline, well
bent stifles but moved close.

1. Fox & Pooles Rocky Top’s Glamour Girl (Alecto Kool Barra Cuda of Kilacabar ex
Ch. Rocky Top’s Honey n’ Rainbows) Top class bitch, lovely head, nicely filled and
turned with good profile.
