COLORED BULL TERRIERS: 9-11-(2-1)-1 
  
WINNERS DOG:  Smith and Harmaloff’s Soquel Millinium Buccaneer (Ch. 
Brummagem Spectacular Bid x Ch Brigadoon’s All Black Soquel) Well balanced 
black- brindle and white.  Nicely turned head with a correct mouth. Good depth of 
muzzle.  Head is well filled. Good expression with.nice round bone.  Moved well 
both coming and going. 
 
RESERVE WINNERS DOG: Dykema & Coy’s  Bestuvall’s Sho’ Is Hot 
(Quicksilver Showstopper x Ch. Bestuvall Believes She’s Hot). Brindle and white.  
Striking dog with very strong head and lovely profile. Good mover. Needs to body 
up, but is just barely a year old, so has time to develop.  
 
WINNERS BITCH, BEST OF WINNERS, & BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX:  Vincent 
& Ruppel’s  Quicksilver Lickity Split  (Ch. Moxie’s Rockability Quicksilver x 
Quicksilver Just Whistle) Lovely head filled and well turned.  Mouth correct.  Nice 
substance and rib-spring.  Good balance overall.  Moved well both coming and 
going.  Well handled by her owner. 
 
RESERVE WINNERS BITCH:  Goldberg, Ebey, & Berez’s Action BA SW Red 
Light Roxanne (Ch. Lonestar Whole Lota Hoopla x Ch. Action Quigby Wreaking 
Havoc) Well-made, showy brindle and white.  Good mover.  Pleasing head with 
fill and profile.  Not quite the overall power of winners. 
 
BEST OF VARIETY:  Harris’s Ch. Allegro Red Bull (Ch. Sarajeni White Gandolf 
x Allegro Abra Cadabra) Red and white.  Not a big dog, but well built and 
powerful. Strong head, filled and turned.  Scissors bite.  Nice short back. 
 
WHITE BULL TERRIERS: 8-8-(1-1) 
 
WINNERS DOG:  Mahadevan & Murphy’s,  Jarrogue’s Jackson (Ch. 
Jarrogue’s You Don’t Know Jack x Jarrogue’s Okey Dokey)  Upstanding white 
dog with really good bone.  His head is filled and gently turned. Beautiful eye and 
ear placement makes for great expression.  Moved well both coming and going. 
 



 

RESERVE WINNERS DOG: West & Hegg’s, Iceni Westpoint (Ch. Bullenium 
Big Bazooka x Ch. Iceni Point Taken)  Medium sized dog with good bone.  His 
head is filled and gently turned.  Nice expression with correct bite.  Still a young 
dog and has time to mature. 
   
WINNERS BITCH, & BEST OF WINNERS:  Tesconi & Dykema’s, Bestuvall 
Copy Writer (Ch. Jarrogue’s You Don’t Know Jack x Ch. Bestuvall Copy Right)  
A medium sized bitch, with short back and strong quarters.  Her head is nicely 
filled and beautifully turned.  Tiny, dark eyes and correct ear placement, makes 
for a beautiful expression.  Moved well both coming and going. 
 
RESERVE WINNERS BITCH:  Utt & Gothan’s, Bullards N Ardrys Hot Ice (Ch. 
Ardry Desert Heat x Ch Jael’s Hammer of Bullards). A shapely white with strong 
head.  Tiny well placed eye and tidy ears carried right on top. Nice profile and fill.  
Mouth correct. Moved well.  
 
BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX:  Graham & Ray’s Ch. Moxie’s Rockabilly 
Quicksilver (Ch. Stellar The Bard x Ch. Quicksilver Hollywood Gala) Big white 
mature dog with good bone and substance. Decent mover.  Pleasing head with 
fill and profile. 
 
BEST OF VARIETY Ebey, Perrott, Quig & Berez’s Ch. Stonewall’s Hot Action 
Holiday (Ch. Lonestar Whole Lota Hoopla x Ch. Action Quigby Wreaking Havoc) 
Lovely bitch with an extreme profile, and a well-filled head and a correct bite.  
Strong under jaw.  Wicked expression with dark, tiny eye.  Wonderful body lines 
and movement complete the picture.
