Olson, Shortall and Berez’ Action Top Class ( Ch. Bestuvall Razor Redi Cut ex Ch. 

Dajan Classy Action). A statuesque black brindle and white with nice lines. He has a 
good head with length, fill and turn. Perfect mouth. Good front and shoulder. A bit 

roachy in rear. Needs a bit more time to fully mature. Moved well in front, a bit slack 

in rear.

Frostick and Miller’s Natchez Sirius C’est Tres Belle (Ch. Horozon’s Headed for 
Trouble ex Ch. Natchez Sirius China Doll) A typy brindle and white. She has a good 

head with fill and turn. Mouth is off. Good expression. Good bone and a short back. 

Her shoulder construction is not her fortune, affecting her front movement. Her 
typiness, however, is undeniable!

Giamo and Bishop’s Bullful’s Instant Karma at Minotaur (Ch. Rocky Top’s 

Sundance Kid ex Merlindan Sugar “N Spice) A lovely red and white. She has a nice 
long head with good finish. A bit more fill under the eyes would help. Good front and 

shoulder. Could use a bit more bone and a shorter back. Moved well. A nice package.

Hains, Berez and Evans’ Ch. Action Drama Queen (Action One In a Million ex 
Action Voodoo Princess) A lovely brindle and white with a cracking good head. It has 

length, turn and finish…a bit more fill under the eyes would complete it. She has a 

good front and shoulder but a tad more length of leg would help balance the picture.

Good 
bone and spring of rib. Slightly upright in shoulder.  Needs a bit more time to finish 

the presentation.

Allen and Corse’s OC Harbour Lights O’ Malvern (Corsaire Chromehoss O’ Tearock 
ex Malvern Valentine) A very typy package! She has a lovely head with length, 

strength and turn. Good expression. Good bone and substance with nice spring of 

rib. Her cross is her front and shoulder construction which is quite noticeable 
standing and on the move.
