Junior Puppy Dog (2 entries)

1. Legacy Hughes Your Daddy of Winsor. Big upstanding white puppy. A
true showman showing his lines & giving handler his all. Super profile with
good fill up for age. Correct mouth, ears could be smaller. Lovely long neck
leading into a shapely body. Still very young & loose, needs to mature &
tighten all through. His virtues & type won him Winners Dog.

2. Bullenium’s Harvest Moon. Showy compact red dog. Good turned & filled
head. Tidy mouth but incorrect canine. Good reach of neck, shapely body.
Stands a little roachy sometimes. Moved soundly both ways. Showed &
handled well.

Senior Puppy Dog Class (3 entries)

1. Nimrod Beton’s Gully the Great. A heavyweight male with good bone &
substance. Strong well filled head with finish. Good mouth. Well made
throughout & moved well both ways, covering the ground. More mature than
2.

2. Bullayr Moondance. Eye catching red dog with super sweeping profile &
good fill up. Mouth ok, just a tight canine. Straight front & nicely balanced
with a good turn of stifle. Moved close in front, better behind. Needs to fill out
& mature.

3. Zircon Thunderally Bold Baxter.



Bred By Exhibitor Dog Class (1 entry)

Nimrod’s Samuel Elias At Beton. Sound well made white dog with shapely
body & good bone. Strong well filled & turned head. Mouth good. Stood four
square & showed to perfection. Drives from behind & covers the ground. Just
a little close in front.

Open Dog Class (2 entries, 1 absent)

Warradcasey Nightfever of Kilacabar. Cobby white dog with lots of type.
Head completely filled up with profile. Tiny eye & good earset giving wicked
expression. Mouth just off. Shapely forechest. & good angulation. A little
loose in the pasterns & topline could be better. Moved well from behind &
covered the ground. His overall type & ring presence won him Reserve
Winners Dog.

Junior Puppy Bitch Class (1 entry)

1.

Legacy Lucky Rose of Winsor. A real feminine eye catching tri bitch. Lovely
filled head with profile. Good eye & earset. Good mouth. Compact & shapely,
well made throughout. Moved better behind than in front. Super show girl,
love to put her in my suitcase home. Best Puppy.

Senior Puppy Bitch Class (3 entries)

1.

Rocky Tops Simply Irresistible. Quality eye catching white bitch. Beautiful
profiled head with fill up. Good eye & earset. Mouth good. Nice reach of neck
leading into straight front. Shapely well turned stifles. Moved adequately, still
needs to mature. Excellent showgirl.

Rocky Tops Star Appeal. Big upstanding elegant white bitch. Again with
beautiful head. Good eye & earset. Tight canine. As shapely as 1 but not as
compact. Moved close behind. When tightens & matures could easily change
places with 1. Two promising young girls.

12-18 month Bitch Class (2 entries)

1. Mayhem Some Like It Hot. Elegant tri bitch. Lovely profile, nicely filled
head with good mouth. Good reach of neck, straight front & shapely body.
Moved adequate but drove from the side, holding topline on the move.
Excellent showgirl.

2. Mayhem Hot to Trot. Shapely virtuous upstanding white bitch. Super
sweeping head with decent fill up. Mouth just off. Moved adequate but
drove from the side. Showed & handled well. Close decision.

Canadian Bred Bitch Class (1 entry)

1. Bullayr Bark at the Moon. Super profile with excellent fill up. Good mouth.
Lovely long neck with good front & neat feet. Decent bone & substance. Good
angulation. Prefer a shorter back. Movement not easy to assess.

Bred By Exhibitor Bitch Class (5 entries, 1 absent)

1. Brigadoon Gogo Boots ROM. Cobby compact brindle bitch. Strong well
filled head with finish. Mouth OK. Good use of ears. Good front but a little
loose in pasterns. Shapely body with good topline & bone. Moved better
going away than coming. An honest bitch presented in sparkling condition,
showed well & gave her all. Reserve Winners Bitch

2. Rocky Tops Over The Rainbow. Upstanding substantial white bitch .Nicely
filled & turned head. Good bone & shapely body. Moved decently, needs to
tighten. Showed & handled well.

3. Bullistic Sky Diamond.



Open Bitch Class (6 entries)

1. Winsor's Hot Mocha Java. Big upstanding eye catching tri bitch. Super
sweeping profile with excellent fill up. Wicked eye & used ears well. Mouth
just off level but canines correct. Lovely long neck leading into a straight front
with neat feet. Shapely body with substance. By far the best moving bitch,
moved well both ways & covered the ground. Lots of type with great ring
presence. Topline could be better but her many virtues won her Winners
Bitch, Best of Winners, & Best of Opposite Sex.

2. Flashbak’s Amazing Grace. Quality feminine black brindle bitch. Nicely
turned & filled head without exaggeration. Straight front with good bone &
substance for size. Her underline spoilt the picture slightly. Moved true & with
purpose. Excellent showgirl.

Super profile
with good fill up. Excellent eye & earset giving wicked expression. Good mouth.

filled head with profile. Good mouth. Nice eye & ear placement. Good reach of neck

& straight front. Shapely forechest with nice depth of body. Well turned stifles which
he really used on the move, covering the ground with ease.
