COLORED BULL TERRIERS: 4-8-(2-2)

WINNERS DOG: Succop, Bankus, & Grecco’s Aragon’s Ruffin Redwing (CH
Boromir Quicksilver x CH Corsaire Con Brio) A well made dog who is an
excellent mover. Head is filled with a nice, though not dramatic profile. Correct
mouth. Decent bone for his size. Outgoing personality and well presented by his
handler.

RESERVE WINNERS DOG: Wright's Glentom Playing With Fire (CH
Glentom’s Bruce Almighty x CH Glentom’s Sneak Preview) Red and white. Nice
head with fill and turned. Good bone, although he is not a big dog. Moved
adequately both coming and going.

WINNERS BITCH: Bozian’s Bullayr Moonshadow (Gwynsel Its Not Unusual x
CH Scarlet Moon the Joker) Black brindle and white with a sweeping profile and
filled head.. Shown in excellent condition. Good expression. Well balanced with
short back. Moved well both ways.

RESERVE WINNERS BITCH: Robichaud’s Bullayr Bark at the Moon
(Gwynsel Its Not Unusual x CH Scarlet Moon the Joker) Substantial ed and white
littermate to winners bitch. Her head is well filled up with good turn and finish.
Correct mouth. Moved adequately both coming and going.

BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX: McGrath’s CH Magor Matinee Special (CH Acie's
Empire Maker & CH Magor Steel Magnolia Of Misk) Brindle and white. A
shapely, well made dog with smooth profile, good fill, and depth of muzzle. Nice
wide underjaw with a scissors bite. He has a strong top-line, with excellent
movement. Very hard to fault.

BEST OF VARIETY: Hopkins’s Ch. Terjo’s Broken Arrow (Megavilles
Sardonicus x Javarke Calico of Terjo’s) Solid brindle. Strong head, filled and
turned with excellent length and depth of muzzle. Shapely with plenty of
forechest. Moved well coming and going. Her solid color requires a “hands on”
approach to fully appreciate her virtues.
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WHITE BULL TERRIERS: 4-7-(4-1)

WINNERS DOG & BEST OF WINNERS.: Graulau & Wright's Glentom
Conquistador Seeking Silver (CH Cool Conquistador At Crossgarley & CH
Glentom Silver Lining) Well balanced, medium-sized white dog with good bone.
His head is filled and gently turned with a correct mouth. Tiny, dark eye.
Excellent ear placement, and expression.

RESERVE WINNERS DOG: Frascone & LaForce’s Sinabar Crime Of Passion
(Sinabar Valentino Chaotic & Sinabar Bayhill Passion Potion) White dog with
nice round bone. His head is filled and nicely turned. Great expression: Still a
young dog and has time to mature.

WINNERS BITCH: Jones'’s Imperials Truth Hurts (CH Cool Conquistador At
Crossgarley & CH Flashbak's Amazing Grace) A medium sized bitch, with short
back and strong quarters. Her head is well filled and turned. Dark eye and
correct ear placement. with excellent expression. Correct bite. Moved well both
coming and going.

RESERVE WINNERS BITCH: Patterson & Wright's Glentom’s Rising Star
(CH Cool Conquistador At Crossgarley & CH Glentom Silver Lining) A lovely,
well-made bitch with a very pleasing eye and expresion. Good angles and good
feet. She is not yet a year old, but has a promising future.

BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX: Robards & Frascone’s CH Sinabar Exotic At
Valentino (CH Bestuvall Razor Redi Cut & CH Sinabar Aphrodisiac) Terrific
profile, and a well-filled head, with strong underjaw. She has nice bone and a
wicked expression with dark, tiny eye. Wonderful body lines and movement
complete the picture. Mouth just off level.

BEST OF VARIETY: Altmann’s CH Action Dream Come True (CH Old Forge
Tug Mcgraw at Chevalier x CH Action Moonbeam Dream) A medium sized dog
with a short back. he has good bone and substance for size. Moves well coming
and going. Outstanding expression. His head has good length, width and fill.
Lots of quality, with out significant faults..
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
