COLORED BULL TERRIERS: 9-11-(2-1)-1

WINNERS DOG: Jones & Turner’s Imperials Smokey Diamond at Wilmar’s (Ch. Cool
Conquistador at Crossgarley x Ch Flashbak’s Amazing Grace) A really nice black

brindle and white. Head has very good fill, good length and a pleasing

profile. Mouth good. Heavy bone and good body for his age. Movement is good both ways.
Still has some maturing to do.

RESERVE WINNERS DOG: Weiner & Cooke’s Lechmere the Lionheart at Rock Creek
(Superbowl’s Amadeo x Ch. Pearlmar Jolieblon). Black brindle and white. Strong head with
good depth of muzzle. Decent mover. Good mouth. Not as short as winners.

WINNERS BITCH & BEST OF WINNERS, Wright's Glentom Creme De Cacoa (Ch.
Superbowl’s Amadeo x Ch. Glentom Creme Fresch) Lovely head, filled and well turned.
Mouth slightly off level. Nice substance and rib-spring. Moved well both coming and going.
Would like her to be a bit shorter in back.

RESERVE WINNERS BITCH: Held’s Aangle’s First Wish of a Fool (Ch. Caliber Play the
Fool x Ch. Magor Ali Cat of Misk) Red and white. Pleasing head with fill and profile. Correct
mouth. Not quite the overall power of winners.

BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX: Cournoyer & Wright's Ch. Glentom | Have No Commint (Ch.
Old Forge Simply Bonzer x Ch. Glentom Fancy Mint) Brindle and white. A lovely feminine
bitch with smooth profile, good fill, and depth of muzzle. Scissors bite. Nice topline and good
movement.

BEST OF VARIETY: Salas’s Ch. Nocturnal Knight at Arnold’s (Tierwgwyn Welsh Dragon x
Nosey Parker the Imperial Wizard) Red and white. Strong head, filled and turned with good
length. Scissors bite. Nice long neck and deep chest. To be critical, he is a bit down in
pasterns.

WHITE BULL TERRIERS: 8-8-(1-1)

WINNERS DOG: Blackwell & Poole’s, Rocky Top’s Leading Man (Alecto Kool Barra Cuda
of Kilicabar x Ch. Rocky Top’s Honey ‘N Rainbows) Well balanced white dog with really good
bone. His head is filled and gently turned. Nice eye and ear placement makes for great
expression. Moved well both coming and going.
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RESERVE WINNERS DOG: Adams & Smith’s, Magor Mr Kool (Alecto Kool Barra Cuda of
Kilicabar x Ch. Magor Steel Magnolia of Misk) White dog with nice round bone. His head is
filled and nicely turned. Great expression. His mouth is just off level. Still a young dog and
has time to mature. Made things a bit difficult for his handler.

WINNERS BITCH, & BEST OF WINNERS: Azeur’s, Bully Manor’'s Pure Pandemonium
(Ch. Miramax Maximillion x Bullovers Bailey Cream) A medium sized bitch, with short back
and strong quarters. Her head is nicely filled and beautifully turned. Tiny, dark eyes and
correct ear placement, which makes for a beautiful expression. Moved well both coming and

going.

RESERVE WINNERS BITCH: Poole & Stafford’s, Rocky Top’s Simply Irresistible (Alecto
Kool Barra Cuda of Kilicabar x Ch. Rocky Top’s Honey ‘N Rainbows). A white with a big
eye patch on show side. Tiny well placed eye. Nice profile and fill. Mouth correct. Moved well.
She is a big girl, but still a bit immature.

BEST OF OPPOSITE SEX: Azeur’s, Ch. Bully Manor’s Centurion (Ch. Miramax Maximillion
x Bullovers Bailey Cream) Big white mature dog with good bone and substance. Powerful head
with fill and correct profile. His mouth is correct. Could have a shorter back.

BEST OF VARIETY Butcher & Berez’s Ch. Action Pure Class (Ch. Bestuvall Razor Redi Cut
x Ch. Dajan Classy Action) Lovely bitch with a nice profile, and a well-filled head and a correct
bite. Strong underjaw. Nice bone. She has a wicked expression with dark, tiny eye.
Wonderful body lines and movement complete the picture.
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
