Wright’s GLENTOM’S PLAYING WITH FIRE (Ch. Glentom’s Bruce Almighty ex Ch. Glentom’s 
Sneak Preview). 
Attractive red/white. Long head, requisite fill/width, gentle profile (though gave way there to WD), 
eye a tad kind but good placement, ears frame nicely, perfect bite. Honestly made throughout; 
level back, cat feet, high marks for bone/substance. Rear movement let him down but held top on 
the go-round. 
 
Winners Dog  
Bavol & Schelbly’s OLD ENGLAND’S FALCON (Silver Bullet The Joker at Javarke ex Ch. Old 
England’s Lady Elizabeth). 
Debonair yearling; knockout profile on fully packed head, alert ears, riveting eye, mouth correct. 
Strong, arched neck, staunch front, deep chest, smooth body (maturity should add rib spring) 
muscular quarters, heavy bone. Jaunty confident mover albeit a bit wristy coming and slightly 
wavy topline on side view. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Schneider & Bradbury’s LEBOEUF DUCHESS SOARING HAWK OF GLENTOM (Ch. Dazlin 
Defiance ex Ch. Glentom Pearljam Demint} 
Sleek sophisticated redhead; feminine head of classic length with moderate downface, keen eye 
and ideal ear size/set (sorry, no notes on bite). Pleasing overall behind the collar, she could use 
more shoulder layback which shows going round. Otherwise, she’s steady on. 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners, Best of Variety  
Bavol’s OLD ENGLAND’S COCO CHANEL (Tulsadoom Abi Albon ex Ch. Old England’s Milady 
In Red). 
Captivating puppy! Beautifully balanced and intensely typy. Fancy profile on smooth filled egg-
shaped head, scissor bite, tidy ears and dark expressive eye. Very shapely…seamless 
construction stem to stern, ample bone/substance for size/age. Sure-footed on the move and 
more than held her own against the grown-ups on the day.  
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Salas & Anderson’s CH. NOCTURNAL KNIGHT AT ARNOLD’S (Tierwgywn Welsh Dragon ex 
Nosey Parker The Imperial Wizard). 
Imposing dog; standout head, satisfying fill, dandy finish, paralyzing eye, mouth level. Robust 
physique; has a wealth of substance. Powerful neck, ramrod front, shoulder could be better, short 
back. Feet not his fortune. High tail carriage/dip at withers distract on the go-round otherwise a 
decisive mover.

Jones’ CH. IMPERIAL’S UNDISPUTED ATTITUDE (Ch. Cool Conquistador At Crossgarley ex 
Ch. Flashback’s Amazing Grace).

Reserve Winners Dog 
Salazar’s BULLSUNLIMITED ARASHI (Ch. Bullbrit Little Big Horn At Bullyview ex Bullyview-
Baku Angel From Hell). 
High energy terrier type. Head not the fanciest but worthy, length is fine, eye/ears/expression 
right on the money, bite OK…just needs more turn and overall power. Ultra fit, athletic 
construction, ramrod front. Balanced/well angulated at both ends and a reliable mover. 
  
Winners Dog  
Cox’s SOME OKIE’S KNIGHT OF D’BULL (Ch. Nocturnal Knight at Arnold’s ex Biondi D’Rock 
And Bull). 
Strapping youngster…scads of substance. Head long/deep…cranks right over, well filled and 
wide to end of muzzle. Great expression, good ear placement, bite OK. Sturdy body, bone a-
plenty, deep chest, shapely quarters, some slackness at pastern. Gaited a tad loose coming but 
parallel going away. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Brenden & Wright’s GLENTOM STAR DREAMER (Ch. Cool Conquistador At Crossgarley ex Ch. 
Glentom Silver Lining).  
Stylish and eye catching; lovely headpiece, particularly notable for textbook profile, volume, fill, 
beautiful ears, magnetic expression. Bite off, canines correct. Quality make/shape, compact, 
flowing bodyline, bone appropriate to size. Feet could be tighter. Precision mover and attentive 
showgirl.  
Winners Bitch & Best of Winners 
Paterson & Wright’s GLENTOM RISING STAR (Ch. Cool Conquistador At Crossgarley ex Ch. 
Glentom Silver Lining). Littermate of RWB and family resemblance is strong. They’re practically 
peas in a pod. She shares her sister’s many virtues with correct bite and and better feet added 
plusses which tipped the balance in her favor. A sterling pair! 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Azeur’s CH. BULLY MANOR’S PURE PANDEMONIUM (Ch. Miramax Maximillion ex Bullover’s 
Bailey Cream) 
Graceful and statuesque, she has a long clean head, super turn to profile, neat finish, solid 
fill/muzzle width and a wicked eye. Bite off. Sweeping harmonious bodyline, lovely neck, true 
front, well rounded croup, bone fits size. Flattish feet and needs more bend of stifle but, overall 
quite the glamour girl! 

 
Best of Variety 
Schneider & Wright’s CH LEBEOUF BEAUCOUP BLANC OF GLENTOM (Ch. Dazlin Defiance 
ex Ch. Glentom Pearljam De Mint).  
Caught my eye last spring and ensuing months have only enhanced. Terrific head; excels in 
profile/strength of foreface…expression is quintessential. Minimal mouth fault but virtues override. 
Well endowed with bone, body has volume and depth, back is short, topline firm. A purposeful 
mover and loaded with breed character.
