Lack of white markings on the head makes this dog a challenge to
judge. His head is much stronger than it appears from ringside. It has good
length, and fill. The eyes are dark and well placed, as well as tidy ears that are
carried right on top. His mouth is perfect with large teeth. His feet are tight and
cat like. Structurally, | would like a better lay back of shoulder. He has a short
back and a good rear, which makes his movement correct going away.

By Ch Skylines Back In
Black - Ch Corsaire Sparkling Chrome. Clean well made brindle and white. He
has a long strong head, and a correctly placed eye. Good bone for size going
down to tight cat feet. Good topline and short back. Correct tail set. Moved well
both coming and going.
