Winners Dog 
Milella, Snyder & Dykema’s PARADOX THE FOOL MONTY (Ch. Rockytop’s 
Sundance Kid ex Bestuval Color Copy N Action) Well marked, mature black 
brindle and white.  While not excessive anywhere, this boy’s assets are in his 
smoothness and overall balance.  His head has length and a pleasant turn – 
moderate fill.  Correct mouth.  Positive reach of neck into good forehand 
construction.  Front is straight and he has good bone.  Ribs well sprung and 
correct across the topline.  Correct angulation behind.  Moves fluidly all ways of 
the ring.  His overall smoothness and correct rear and front construction took him 
to the Winners ribbon today. 
 
Reserve Winners Dog 
Weiss & Gray’s ZIRCON THUNDERALLY BOLD BAXTER (Ch. Mighty Bulls 
Chap Chester ex Ultimate Joy’s Special Zircon)  Solid brindle, typey young fellow 
with a very strong head.  Packed with fill and depth to the muzzle.  Fully turned 
with good finish.  Super eye placement and expression.  All topped off with a 
correct mouth.  Good bone.  Short backed.  Pushed hard for Winners – needs 
time to pop and gave way on soundness. 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners 
Hennessy’s WENDIGO BUOY NORTHERN EXPOSURE (Kiladagh Northern 
Cross At Dazzlin ex Buoy’s Wendigo Sarah in Sable) Big, strapping, black brindle 
and white with virtuous bone and substance without being in any way coarse.  
She screams brood bitch.  Her head has length, strength and plenty of turn.  
Correct mouth.  Good length of neck and depth of chest.  Round bone extending 
into strong, tight feet.  Powerful and strong through the body with good spring of 
rib.  Well developed hind quarters.  Very sound, moving truly all ways of the ring. 
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Reserve Winners Bitch 
Wright & Cournoyer’s GLENTOM MINT COPY (Ch. Cool Conquistador At 
Crossgarley ex Ch. Glentom Mint Julep) Very pretty brindle and white puppy.  
Lovely turn to the head with good finish.  Lots of fill to this head.  Expression is a 
bit kind.  Positive bone.  Dead straight front.  While needing time to mature, she 
is balanced through the body.  Hind leg is well set on.  Moved soundly all ways of 
the ring. 
 
Best of Variety 
Dussault, Wilson & Wilson’s CH. WINSOR’S HOT MOCHA JAVA (Ch. Elcornijal 
AM Silver Star ex Beton’s Nightstar of Winsor) Mature, well-known tri-colored 
bitch who presented in top condition today. Her head has good length, is clean 
and fully turned with good finish.  Ample fill.  Very good depth to her muzzle.  
Good ear set.  Slight mouth fault.  Her reachy muscular neck flows into a 
beautiful, straight front with good depth to her chest.  She possesses heavy 
round bone extending through the pasterns.  Good spring to her ribs.  Soft 
behind her withers.  Hindquarters are well set on with bone down the hind leg.  
Moved truly all ways of the ring.  In a beautiful, high-caliber class, today it was 
this bitch’s exemplary bone and substance and head power that took her to the 
top award. 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
McGrath & Smith’s CH. MAGOR MATINEE SPECIAL (Ch. Acie’s Empire Maker 
ex Ch. Magor Steel Magnolia of Misk) Medium-sized, richly colored, stocky and 
typey, brindle and white who makes a masculine statement.  His head is clean 
with good length, turn and fill.  Good expression.  Correct mouth.  He possesses 
very good bone and substance.  Could wish for a bit more length to the upper 
arm.  Good depth to the body and spring of rib.  Strong across the topline.  Good 
tail set.  Moved truly.  Virtues of bone and substance, type and head quality 
found their way to this top award today in challenging competition.

Winners Dog 
Brodeur’s PHILGIN GOOD FELLA (Ch. Sarajeni Rockin At Philgin ex Philgin 
Wendigo Auto Focus) Extremely masculine, heavy weight dog with strong virtues 
of type.  His head is packed to the brim with fill.  His expression is the essence of 
varminty.  Head on he shouts Bull Terrier.  Slightly soft in profile between the 
eyes.  Correct canines, incisors are under.  Strong, round bone down to the 
ground.  Ribs well sprung.  Good depth of chest.  Soft topline behind the withers.  
Front is not his fortune.  Moved most truly going.  His head power and 
expression, type and bone carried him to the Winners ribbon today.   
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Reserve Winners Dog 
Wilson & Dussault’s LEGACY HUGHES YOUR DADDY OF WINSOR (Ch. 
Victoria’s Grimaldi Windfall ex Ch. Winsor’s Hope Springs Eternal) Youngster 
with good bone.  His head has length and is very turned.  Would like more fill and 
power which should come with time.  Very good eye placement and expression.  
Wicked glint in the eye.  Correct mouth.  Positive length of neck.  Front needs to 
tighten.  Good spring of rib and depth to the body for his age  Moves most truly 
going.  A virtuous youngster who needs time as he is more of a Huey than a 
Hughes at this time. 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners 
Perrott, Carter & APPRENTICE JUST IN TIME (Ch. Old Forge Modern Dash 
Riprock ex Ch. Apprentice’s Sittin Pretty) Nicely balanced, mature all white girl 
with very positive depth to the body.  She is smooth and shapely from the tip of 
her nose to the tip of her tail.  Her head, while not extreme, possesses a pretty 
profile with enough fill and finish.  Excellent eye placement with good expression.  
Correct incisors with one instanding canine.  Positive reach of neck into a good 
front with good chest depth extending below the tip of the elbow.  Ribs well 
sprung with good topline and shapely underline.  Hindquarters are well set on.  
Good tail set.  Moved truly all ways.  The overall package of balance, 
shapeliness and soundness earned this girl her award in stiff competition. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Killion & Krukenkamp’s MADCAP WHEN IN ROME (Ch. Madcap Ven Vidi Vici 
ex Ch. Tng N Buoy’s Concrete Blonde NAJ) Lovely, typey youngster with a 
compelling headpiece.  Her head is well turned with very good fill.  Wicked, dark, 
little eye that is perfectly placed.  Correct mouth.  Good bone.  Reachy neck.  
Straight front.  Slight rise behind the withers.  Needs time to tighten and mature 
through the body.  Earns her Reserve award on her type, strength of head, 
expression and bone. 
 
Best of Variety 
Butcher, Butcher & Berez’s CH. ACTION PURE CLASS (Ch. Bestuval Razor 
Redi Cut ex Ch. Dajan Classy Action) Very, pretty substantial all white bitch with 
a lovely, classical headpiece that has turn, fill and good length of foreface.  Very 
good expression and correct mouth.  Most bone of the bitches today.  Beautiful, 
straight front.  Possesses depth and strength through the body.  Good topline 
and tail set.  Could wish for a shorter back.  Moved well all ways.  This girl has a 
lot of quality and her virtues of bone and substance, her classical head and front 
assembly took her to the top spot today in very strong competition. 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Whitehair’s CH. TERJO’S THE VITAL SPARK (Javarke Jack Flash ex Terjo’s 
Touch of Gold) Mature, square and cobby all white fellow with type.  His head is 
short, strong and packed with fill – wonderful to feel.  Good profile.  Kind 
expression.  Mouth is slightly under with correct canines.  Very short coupled.  
Needs better lay to the shoulder.  Good depth and width to the chest.  Strong 
across the topline.  Good spring to the rib.  Parallel movement going away and 
coming.  Beautifully presented and in lovely, fit condition.
