COLORED (3-4-1-3) 
Reserve Winners Dog 
Wright’s Glentom Playing With Fire (Ch. Glentom’s Bruce Almighty ex Ch. Glentom’s Sneak 
Preview) Good-sized red and white dog that has good length of skull and a moderate profile.  He 
not have the strength of head that the winners does.  He carries his ears wide. He has a correct 
mouth.  Good forechest with a straight front and good reach of neck. He has adequate bone for 
his size.  I would prefer he be shorter backed.  He has a level topline and moderate rear 
angulation.  On the move, he is high in rear.   
 
Winners Dog, Best of Opposite Sex 
Jones’ Yoekydoe’s Ironman (Yoekydoe’s Headbanger ex Yoekydoe’s Feurouge) 
Substantial red brindle dog that has a good masculine head with good profile and fill.  His bite is 
just off.  I would like his ear set to be a bit tidier.  His front is straight with good bone.  He has a 
shorter upper arm and is upright in the shoulder.  He has good length of neck that flows into a 
level topline.  He is more squarely made than the Reserve Winners Dog. He has moderate rear 
angulation. His movement is better going than coming and is slightly high in the rear when 
moving. Nicely let down hocks.  
   
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Grecco and Bankus’s Ruffin’s Rave Reviews of Aragon (Ch. Cresent Silmaril Shadowfax ex 
Ch. Horizon’s Harmony of Aragon)  Lovely tri-color bitch. Her profile not as strong as the winners.  
She has nice expression and a good ear set.  Her short upper arm leads into an upright shoulder.  
She has good reach of neck. Nice rear angulation.  Good tail set and well let down hocks. 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners, Best of Variety 
Hains and Berez’s Action Broadway Queen (Action One In A Million ex Action Voodoo 
Princess) Small, cobby, black brindle bitch. Her head has good fill and a gently curved profile. Her 
bite is just a fingernail off. Eyes could be a bit tighter.  Good ear set. Strait front, but slightly 
upright in the shoulders.  Good bone for her size.  Nice forechest.  Good reach of neck that flows 
into a level topline and good tail set.  Good rear angulation.  Well let down hocks.  Shown in good 
condition.  She is just off square in construction.  Clean undercarriage with good tuckup. Moved 
well coming, going and on the go around.  In an added note, she made the cut in the group on the 
day. 
 
Select Dog 
Wright and Eubanks’ Ch. Glentom Simon Says (Ch. Glentom’s Bruce Almighty ex Ch. 
Glentom’s Sneak Preview) A large brindle/white male.  His head does not have the fill and profile 
of the class dog.  His mouth is just off.  I would like a tidier ear set. Straight front with good 
forechest.  Nice reach of neck.  He has a good forechest.  Topline is level.  He is longer cast in 
the body. He has good rear angulation and a good tail set.  Nicely let down hocks. Nice cat feet.   
 
Select Bitch  
Wright and Cournoyer’s Ch. Glentom Mint Copy (Ch. Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex Ch. 
Glentom Mint Julep) A brindle/white bitch with good length of foreface, gently curved profile and 
good fill.  Her mouth is just under.  Her eye could be a bit tighter and her ear set could be a tad 
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tidier.  She is a bit upright in the shoulders.  She has a good level topline and clean 
undercarriage. Nice rear angulation.   
 
WHITE (1-4-2-3)  One absentee 
 
Winners Dog 
Bentall, Doss, Grecco and Bankus’s Aragon’s Ruffin Around (Ch. Cresent Silmaril Shadowfax 
ex Ch. Horizon’s Harmony of Aragon) A chunk of a young lad!  This boy has tremendous bone 
and substance for his age. His mouth is undershot. He has good fill, but I would like a bit more 
profile and length of skull.  Nice tiny eye enhances his expression.  Bit of pink on his nose. Good 
forechest.  Would like a bit more length of upper arm.  Good strong forechest. Level topline and 
good tail set.  Nice rear angulation.  Once he settled down, he moved nicely around the ring and 
moved cleaner coming than going. 
 
Reserve Winners Bitch 
Poole’s Rocky Top’s Star Appeal (Alecto Cool Barra Cuda of Kilacabar ex Ch. Rocky Top’s 
Honey and Rainbows) A very different type from the Winners Bitch.  Her profile is not as strong 
as the Winner.  Perfect mouth.  I would prefer a tighter eye and tidier earset.  Lovely reach of 
neck. level topline and good forechest.  Nice rear angulation.  I would prefer she be shorter cast 
in the body. 
 
Winners Bitch, Best of Winners, Best of Variety 
Jones’ Imperials Truth Hurts (Ch. Cool Conquistador at Crossgarley ex Ch. Flashbak’s Amazing 
Grace) Lovely, elegant, typey bitch that is squarely made.  Her head has good fill with a gently 
curved profile.  Tiny eye and correct ear set give a good expression.  Mouth is a fingernail off.  
Good forechest.  Toes out just a wee bit in the front.  Lovely reach of neck flows into a correct 
topline and good tail set.  Straight front, good tuckup. good rear angulation and well let down 
hocks. Flows from nose to tail.  Moved very nicely coming, going and around the ring.  It was a 
pleasure to award her this win. 
 
Best of Opposite Sex 
Azuer’s Bully Manor’s Centurion (Ch. Maximillion ex Bullovers Baileys Cream) Well-known 
substantial white male.  Nicely made.  He has a gently curved profile.  Good ear set.  His mouth is 
correct.  Nice reach of neck.  Decent layback of shoulder. Straight front with a moderate 
forechest. Slightly longer cast than I would prefer. Moderate rear angulation.  Moved well coming, 
going and on the go around.  
 
Select Dog 
Blackwell and Poole’s Ch. Rocky Top’s Leading Man (Alecto Cool Barra Cuda of Kilacabar ex 
Ch. Rocky Top’s Honey and Rainbows)  A heavyweight male that is squarely built.  He carries a 
bit of brow. He does have nice length of skull.  He as a nice ear sest.  His bite is level.  He has 
nice reach of neck.  Very well made behind the collar.  He has very good heavy bone and 
substance.  Good forechest. level topline with good tail set.   
Select Bitch 
Stafford and Poole’s Ch. Rocky Top’s Simply Irresistible (Alecto Cool Barra Cuda of Kilacabar 
ex Ch. Rocky Top’s Honey and Rainbows) A heavy weight bitch that is a litter sister to the Select 
Dog and the Reserve White Bitch.  She has a gently curved profile with beautiful length of skull.  
Good roman finish. Eye could be tighter and ear set tidier. Broad front. Level topline good rear 
angulation, correct tail set.  Nicely let down hocks.  Clean undercarriage.
