There have been 
links that have been broken, pages 
or pictures that didn’t load, and warn-
ing messages would appear when 
trying to access the site. Our hosting 
company has stated that our site was 
“hacked” and •les were corrupted 
through the FTP upload feature. One 
Web Hosting has also stated that this 
could not have been an accident, but 
that it was deliberate.

The problem has been corrected, and 
except for some annoyance to me, 
the only damage was to the dogs in 
rescue, which need working website 
exposure to •nd homes. Obviously, 
concern for these dogs is not a priority 
to the hackers.

Near where I live is a new park, with a 
playground, a picnic area, rest-rooms 
and 2 small lakes. It’s enjoyed by 
many families, we have park cleanup 
days, and we use the pavilion for 
our neighborhood association meet-
ings. The park has also been a focus 
for vandalism; trash cans have been 
thrown in theponds, benches broken 
and bathrooms defaced with graf•ti.

I mention my neighborhood park 

because there are similarities with it 
and our club being victimized by petty 
vandalism. There are also similari-
ties in the determination of the good 
people of our neighborhood and of our 
club: we will not let negative, malicious 
people ruin something positive; we will 
work to repair any damage, and keep 
trying to build something good.

General Information About the 
American Temperament Test 

Society, Inc. (ATTS)

“A Sound Mind in a Sound Body”

The American Temperament Test 
Society, Inc. (ATTS) is a national not-
for-pro•t organization (registered in 
the state of Missouri) for the promotion 
of uniform temperament evaluation. 
ATTS was established to:

• Provide for a uniform national 
program of temperament test-
ing of purebred and spayed/
neutered mixed-breed dogs. 

• Conduct seminars to dissemi-
nate information to dog own-
ers, dog breeders and evalu-
ators (testers) concerning 
dog psychology, motivation, 
reaction and other aspects of 
temperament testing. 

• Recognize and award cer-
ti•cates to dogs that pass the 
requirements of the tempera-
ment evaluation. 

• Work for the betterment of all 
breeds of dogs. 

and Open Adoptions, Lasting Relation-
ships. I learned we’re doing a lot right, 
but also ways to better serve the dogs 
we have in Rescue. The most  impres-
sive seminar was on Training Dogs for 
Adoptability and Long Term Housing, 
but the best of all was networking with 
other rescue groups and trading ideas 
for FUNDRAISING.

TEMPERAMENTAL?

In other rescue news,  Rebecca has 
applied for, and been granted, Appren-
tice Status with the American Temper-
ament Testing Society.The quali•ca-
tion and tests may take several years; 
the goal is to be able to better assess 
the dogs in rescue. Watch for news of 
Rebecca’s progress in future newslet-
ters. 

• Select, train, prepare and reg-
ister temperament evaluators. 

ATTS is the only non-pro•t organiza-
tion that gives the TT (Temperament 
Tested) title for a dog. The test is for 
all breeds and it is uniform throughout 
the country.

ATTS was founded by Alfons Ertel in 
1977. The •rst test was held in Sep-
tember 1977; ATTS has held more 
than 960 tests as of December 31, 
2003. The number of dogs tested as of 
December 2007 is 28,010 with 22,847 
dogs earning a TT title. The aver-
age overall pass rate is 81.6 percent; 
the pass rate may vary for different 
breeds. The breed's temperament, 
training, health and age of the dog is 
taken into account. Minimum age for 
dogs to take the test is 18 months.

The test takes about 12 minutes to 
complete. The dog is on a loose six-
foot (6') lead and three ATTS trained 
evaluators score the dog. Majority 
rules. Failure on any part of the test is 
recognized when a dog shows panic, 
strong avoidance without recovery or 
unprovoked aggression. 

National breed clubs can request the 
list of their breed which earned the 
TT for the previous year by sending 
a request accompanied by a self ad-
dressed stamped envelope. A request 
for a complete list of all dogs of any 
one breed which have earned a TT is 
available, but breeds which have more 
than •ve pages of dogs will need to 
cover the cost of copying and postage.

About Canine Temperament

Because of breed-speci•c dog legisla-
tion and negative publicity associated 
with many breeds of dogs, tempera-
ment testing has assumed an impor-
tant role for today’s dog fancier. The 
ATTS Temperament Test provides 
breeders a means for evaluating tem-
perament and gives pet owners insight 
into their dog’s behavior. It can have 
an impact on breeding programs and 
in educating owners about their dog’s 
behavioral strengths and weaknesses 
as well as providing a positive in"u-
ence on dog legislation.

What is temperament?

W. Handel, German Police Dog Train-
er, in his article, “The Psychological 
Basis of Temperament Testing,” de-
•nes temperament as:

“the sum total of all inborn and ac-
quired physical and mental traits and 
talents which determines, forms and 
regulates behavior in the environment”

The ATTS test focuses on and mea-
sures different aspects of tempera-
ment such as stability, shyness, ag-
gressiveness, and friendliness as well 
as the dog’s instinct for protectiveness 
towards its handler and/or self-preser-
vation in the face of a threat. The test 
is designed for the betterment of all 
breeds of dogs and takes into consid-
eration each breed’s inherent tenden-
cies.

The test simulates a casual walk 
through the park or neighborhood 
where everyday life situations are en-
countered. During this walk, the dog 
experiences visual, auditory and tactile 
stimuli. Neutral, friendly and threaten-
ing situations are encountered, calling 
into play the dog’s ability to distinguish 
between non-threatening situations 
and those calling for watchful and 
protective reactions.(From the ATTS 
Website)
